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¢ Introduction

The Juvenile Prosecution chose to utilize its leading legal experience through
“Crimes of Self Assault and Money” study for what these cases represent and the
impact its has on the criminal psyche of that age group, taking the informational
statements based on the numerical statistics of the cases under study, followed
by a field survey of a group of juveniles who committed such crimes, to enable the
legislative departments to put effective solutions to reduce such crimes in order to
achieve the goals of sustainable development.

Over the course of a year, the team studied all cases concerning crimes of As-
sault and Money received by the juvenile prosecution from January 1st 2021 to
December 30th 2021 under the supervision of the Head of Juvenile Prosecution
to provide clear scientific evidence of the behavior of juvenile offenders according
to an objective and comprehensive analysis that included data regarding the total
number of cases, offenders identity, geographical information and the weapon
used in the assault.

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The study indicates that the age group between 15 — 18 years is the most
likely to commit Assault/Battery and Financial crimes as at that age , the

stage of adolescence is the issue because it is when the conflict begins
between adolescence and the environment the juvenile is sewn in.
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The study shows that main roads are the most places in which assault,
theft, arson and vandalism crimes occur.
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The rate of using weapons in crimes of Assault/Battery has reached

33.3 % which indicates the poor control of the parents and the ease
with which juveniles obtain these weaopns.
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We place this study in the hands of those concerned with childhood problems,
including officials, legislators and researchers, with the aim of expanding their
psychological, social and legal knowledge of the deviant juvenile and directing
their attention to it, to work on finding the best solutions for the juvenile.
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Video games as a reason of aggressive behavior have made up approxi-
matley 70%, especially that some of these games have a negative impact
on the child and develop a sense of violence and enjoyment in harming
others.
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The study indicates that bad company is a reason for the juveniles devia-
tion and which may lead to a person to commit criminal acts.
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The study indicates that feeling remorseful after committing a crime in ju-

veniles have reached 75.5%, as it is important to combine efforts between
all relevant auhorities to put effective solutions and develop studies and

all means of awareness to educate the juveniles and show the dangers of
the crime and the impact it has on them and their families.
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
